Yesterday, the National Zoo in Washington, DC said goodbye to its giant pandas, as they left for 

China. It’s the first time the zoo hasn’t had pandas in 23 years, and it may mark the end of a 50-year program. 

The pandas will be greatly missed by the zoo and its visitors. 
Black and white giant pandas are special and unusual. They grow to be very large, even though they 

eat mainly bamboo. In the wild, pandas are only found in China. But for decades, China has used pandas as a 

way of making positive connections with other countries. 
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In 1972, US President Richard Nixon and his wife, Pat, visited China. It was a historic visit, since 

China was largely closed off from the outside world at the time.
